OBLIGATIONS OF TRANSPORT COMPANIES UNDER THE NEW PLANT HEALTH ACT 
The Fruit and Plant Protection Act 1992 will be replaced by the Plant Health Act 2009 in July 2009. If you are involved in transporting fruit, vegetables or plant material into or through South Australia, the change will impact on your business. 
The new Act:
· places a legal obligation on transporters to provide manifests to Primary Industries and Resources South Australia (PIRSA), advising the impending arrival of fruit, vegetables or plant material into (or through) South Australia,  AND
· prescribes significant penalties for not forwarding manifests when transporting fruit, vegetables or plant material. 
Division 2—Manifests

14—Manifests

(1) A person must not bring or introduce into the State plants or plant related products for sale or any other commercial purpose unless, before so doing, a manifest that conforms to the requirements of the Minister about its form, contents and the manner in which it is made has been lodged with the Chief Inspector.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

Expiation fee: $315.

(2) A person must not tranship, or transport through the State, plants or plant related products for sale in another State unless, before so doing, a manifest that conforms to the requirements of the Minister about its form, contents and the manner in which it is made has been lodged with the Chief Inspector.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

Expiation fee: $315.

(3) A person referred to in subsection (1) or (2)[above] must, at a quarantine station or on the request of an inspector, produce a copy of the manifest.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

Expiation fee: $315.
