Subject: Seeking a Balance: Conservation and resource use
Dear Mr Irving
 

I write as a past visitor to the Northern Flinders Ranges.  This is not only an achingly beautiful area but also rich in biodiversity and indigenous heritage.  Seeing the endangered yellow footed rock wallabies in their magnificent locale was a particular highlight.  The whole area should be preserved intact, and available for well managed ecotourism.
 

I venture to suggest that ecotourism will be a mainstay of South Australia's economy in the future.
 

By contrast the mineral resources of this area are not scarce or of vital importance, and will afford no more than modest private profit and meagre royalties to the State.  Far better to preserve them for future generations to decide whether their extraction & transportation is worth jeopardising the natural beauty, heritage values and ecological diversity of the Flinders Ranges.
 

Accordingly I submit that:
 

1.  all areas of medium or high biodiversity value, including without limitation all habitats of the yellow footed rock wallabies; and
 

2.  all areas of medium or high landscape value
 

should be designated Access Zone 1 (ie no access).
