Petratherm supports the fundamental principles of the proposed Northern Flinders Ranges management plan. With regard to management zone boundaries, Our view is the management category zones 1, 2a, and 2b are too limited in area around the immediate high quality features for preservation. As a result the changing management zones become very complicated specifically in the region between Arkaroola Village and Mawson Plateau. We suggest the Access zone 3 areas in this core area should be upgraded to management zone 2b (see attached figure). The current zone 3 areas between Arkaroola Village and Yudnamuntana Gorge are high visibility zones for the thousands of tourists who visit the area each year and who make the ridge top tour. Any form of mining operation in these areas would have a significant negative impact on the appeal of this world-class geotourist region.
