In my office as Conservation Secretary of The Adelaide Bushwalkers I wish to register an
objection to the re-zoning of property leases in the Northern Flinders Ranges if this re-
zoning leads to any possibility of mining in the Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary.

Reading the publication “Seeking a Balance — Conservation and Resource Use in the
Northern Flinders Ranges.” I note the introductory paragraph refers to “ongoing access to

~areas of high mineral prospectivity”. This proposal later states that Access 1 “no access for
exploration and resource development “ is to cover only the Split Rock area, Most of the
Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary being designated Access 2a or 2b where exploration can
occur, and permission to mine may be given.

I have previously written to The Hon. Mr. Paul Holloway , Minister for Mineral Resources
Development opposing the possibility of mining in Arkaroola on the basis that the Beverly
Mine mines uranium only about 30 km from Arkaroola and uranium mining is both taking
place or planned in other locations in South Australia. There is therefore no economic
necessity involved in mining in Arkaroola. I do not believe prospecting, exploration or
mining should be permitted in a sanctuary if a mineral is available outside that sanctuary.
