I am writing in response to the "seeking a Balance" report released last month on the
Northern Flinders Ranges. Although I am not an expert on these subjects I have lived and
worked in this area and bushwalked the region extensivley.

The report outlines guidelines for exploration within the Arkaroola area I am encouraged to
see areas zoned for No Access eg Mawson Plateau and Split Rock. Although this is a step
forward I can't see how this will change how mining companies operate in the area. The Area's
Zoned No Access are areas where they don't want to go anyway and the blue zones, which is
just as important they can still build infrastructure and Green zones they can do what they
want. With the reputation and past experiences with Marathon resources I believe the balance
has not been achieved and the report should be reworked.

The areas Zoned No Access is Just a smalll part of what Arkaroola is all about and all of it is
just as important as the other. The main reason I am apposed of any mining exploration is the
ground disturbance. The Arkaroola area is very fragile and any tracks can be very difficult to
regenerate and take many decades. You only have to see the tracks made by exoil in 1969-72
to gauge how long it takes for these to regenerate.

I am a supporter of the mining industry knowing it supports the state with jobs and export
dollars. Allowing mining and exploration in an area with massive conservation and Tourism
value, considering the huge deposits of uranium just next door, seems to be illogical and
irresposonsible.

In the future I want to take my kids through this country and enjoy it like I have experienced

it for many years. This report doesn't provide the neccessary protection Arkaroola needs to be a
successful wilderness sanctuary and should be reexamined.
