Notes on Contract Processing

A ‘winemaker’ is defined as ‘a person who carries on a business of making wine and who processes grapes for that purpose’. 

In the case of contract crushing, the grape grower is deemed to be carrying on a business of making wine and is considered the ‘winemaker’. 
The grape grower pays the winemaker contribution ((b) only) and submits this contribution form to PIRSA.
