We are writing to you to strongly urge you to reconsider the Proposed Management Zones for the northeastern region of the Northern Flinders Ranges as indicated in the document Seeking a Balance.
It is unbelievable that in this age of concern for the degradation and annihilation of our world as we have known it, there could still be consideration of the priority of mining companies over the preservation of wilderness sites such as Arkaroola.
We have spent considerable time living and working at Arkaroola and have felt the soul of those mountains surround us in the peaceful dawn and dusk only broken by the cry of a bird or scattering of rocks as a rock wallaby or euro bounds to safety.  We have heard guests comment that in all their world travels they had never had such a fantastic experience as the 4wd tour to Sillers Lookout. We have seen the wonder on people's faces as they gaze into the night sky and lose themselves in the universe unaffected by visible human intervention. 
We know that this part of our world is not meant for mining.  We know that as responsible inhabitants of this earth it is our obligation to protect areas like Arkaroola for future generations to enjoy as we have. 
We implore you to consider the long term ramifications of mining approval within the bounds of Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary, a valuable tourism asset, and to reconsider adoption of the management zones, as outlined in the Seeking a Balance document.
