I write with reference to the proposed uranium mining within the bounds of Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary

I am very dismayed at the recent Rann Government decision to allow mining company Marathon Resources back into the Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary

This spectacular part of the Northern Flinders Ranges is one of our most significant conservation areas. It is an Environmental Class A Zone under the South Australian Development Act 1993, which means that the area has outstanding scenic and environmental values

Among the objectives of Class A are

• The conservation of the natural character & environment of the area, and

• The protection of the landscape from damage by mining operations and exploring for new resources... Mining operations should not take place in the Environmental Class A Zone...”

The Class A Zoning needs to be recognised and the whole of the Arkaroola area - not just the Mawson Plateau - must be protected!

I urge you to consider the long term ramifications of mining approval within the bounds of Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary
