May I add my voice of protest to the many others with respect to this destructive proposition to survey and possibly mine in Arkaroola.

I and many other from the South Australian Museum have conducted field trips within the Arkaroola area.

Because at the moment funding is even lower than usual there have been no funds available for field trips to the area. However, we know from previous field trips that there have to be many, as yet unlisted species of mollusc in the area. These molluscs are frequently restricted to minute areas (even down to  a single cave entrance).

Therefore, it would be wilful vandalism to invade this area without it having first been properly surveyed for the many forms of plant and faunal life it contains.
