We are retired and have travelled Australia in our caravan for the passed 5 years. For the first time this year we visited and stayed at Arkaroola Wilderness Sactuary for 5nights. We were amazed at this incredible place and can't believe we have not visited the area before.
We were appalled that Marathon Mines were allowed to explore the area for future mining and that in Febuary 2008 had 21 separate offences and that they used unauthorised machinery and have damaged unique Mt Gee.
We have read the Governments plan for the North Flinders Ranges called "Seeking a Balance". It will not protect our special Sanctuary and will threaten many aspects that can not be replaced.
If the Govenment allows Marathon to further explore and mine Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary it would ruin this unique place for tourism, ruin the vital cultural heritage and the preservation of Australias biodiversity.
