Subject: Submission against 'Seeking a Balance'
I am totally opposed to ANY form of mining on the Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary.
It seems to me that the balance sought in the document is heavily overweighted in favour of mineral exploration and mining and seeks to diminish the limited protection already afforded by the existing Environmental Class A zoning, which should instead have been made much stronger.Some of the areas such as Siller's Lookout( an area of international reknown in the tourist sector) have instead been re-zoned to Access 3  areas and laid open to mining, as has the south-western side of East Painter Gorge
The principle behind the creation of Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary-(note wilderness and sanctuary!) seem to me to be preservation for posterity of the various ecosystems, flora and fauna , and geology that exist in this ancient, amazing and unique area, (these are to be found nowhere else in the world and bring scientists of all persuasions and tourists from all over the globe.) not having isolated pockets "protected" and mining exploration and its concommitant destructive activities being allowed around them.
Why is it that proposed management zones provide no corridors of connectivity between known areas of Yellow-footed Rock-wallaby habitat?
Why were Arkaroola's permanent surface waters not identified ,mapped and protected?
One of the major concerns is where in this dry landscape is the 5 million litres of water required by Marathon Resources daily to operate going to come from?
Marathon Resources, who were called "cowboys" by Premier Rann because of their blatant disregard  of the rules and regulations supposdly governing their conduct in this fragile environment are apparently going to be given the go ahead to create more havoc - so much for political rhetoric!!! Rules governing so called protection  seem to mean very little to such as these.
Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary needs total protection from any possibility of mining now and in the future, its existence is far more important than any short term monetary gain!
I re-iterate my absolute rejection of the Seeking a Balance  spin.
