Having read the Report | can find no convincing argument for mining in this area of
South Australia.

South Australia, particularly in the Northern and Western parts of the State, is very
fortunate in already being abundantly rich in minerals of the kind identified in the
Report as also existing in the Northern Flinders.

Furthermore, many of the deposits already existing in areas outside the Northern
Flinders have been estimated as being on such a very large scale that they will meet
anticipated world demand for decades, and in some cases centuries ahead.

Given that the Report does also identify the Northern Flinders as being an area of
outstanding, environmental, and tourism value and being an area of unique
wilderness; why on earth should mining be permitted there? There are no deposits
that are not already abundantly available elsewhere in South Australia.

| am firmly of the belief that the whole area should be linked with the existing
Gammon Ranges Park and fully protected by Act of Parliament, to be used for
sensitive and suitable tourism development, and academic study not linked to
potential mining.

Such an action may result in disappointment to a few mining companies currently
attracted by potential profits, but will | believe be of greater good to the community as
a whole. It would firmly secure this unique and stunningly beautiful wilderness for the
enjoyment of generations to come.
