consideration:

1. Itis understood that the proposed management zones do not currently take into
account sites of Aboriginal cultural significance. The Board recommends that input is
sought from the Adnyamathanha Traditional Lands Association to ensure that

cultural heritage is adequately addressed.

2. The zoning could be improved from an ecological perspective by including

connectivity betWeen the proposed zones. Connectivity is important, particularly in

the face of climate change, for species such as the YFRW and birds.
