Wilderness Society advertisement
I fully support their comments regarding State treasures – the NT Government won’t allow mining in the Uluru area, nor will the Queensland Govt allow mining on the Great Barrier Reef; the SA Government therefore should never allow mining, or exploration for mining, in the Arkaroola Sanctuary.
Access Zone 1

1.     must be extended to include the entire Arkaroola sanctuary;

2.    wording must be changed from “No access accepted -- no access for exploration and resource development” to “No access accepted -- no access for exploration or resource development”, because the existing wording means that, although access is not acceptable for the combination of exploration and resource development, access may be acceptable for either of those activities alone; whether intentional or not, this leaves current or future governments free to allow either of these activities within Zone 1.
In my opinion, any government which supports mining activities of any kind in Arkaroola would have to be so mercenary that they would sell Colonel Light’s statue for its scrap value.
