Dear Mr Irving and Dr Tyne,

I am appalled that the current government of South Australia is proposing legislative
changes documented in “Seeking a Balance - Conservation and resource use in the
Northern Flinders Ranges”. These changes threaten our heritage within the Arkaroola
Wilderness Sanctuary.

I support uranium mining, enrichment and used nuclear fuel storage in South
Australia, provided these activities give economic benefits to all of our people while
not endangering any of our people’s health. The proposed legislative changes
endanger the economic benefits of Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary and devalue the
natural environment, thereby even endangering even the mental health of our people.
These costs are balanced against developing less than 3% of South Australia’s known
uranium resources, for a mine life of only 9 years. As all of Australia has more than
40% of the world’s nuclear fuel reserves, much of it in areas that have no heritage

value, extending mining in Arkaroola is stupidity, not balance.

Given that a previous government banned all mining in our national parks, it is my
submission that the only “balanced” legislative change required is that which bans
mining and exploration in the Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary. In 2007, I requested
Premier Mike Rann and his government (letters to them dated 19 December 2007)
ban further mining or exploration within Arkarocla. It seems that he and his other
relevant Ministers do not listen to the people of South Australia and will ruin areas
with significant long term economic and even mental health benefits, for little or no
return for most of our people.

Promote mining, uranium enrichment and used nuclear fuel storage in less sensitive
and economically viable areas of our State and ban any of these activities within the
Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary.
