Subject: Northern Flinders proposed management areas
Unfortunately, due to computer problems and the Christmas break, I was not able to comment on the proposed management areas by 19 December 2009.

Now that I have had a chance to have a look at the paper, I am horrified.

It seems to me  that the average to high biodiversity areas shown on the map are already small  and separate.  Given what we know about edge effects and island communities, and throw in expected increase in temperatures and increased variability predicted from climate change, and it seems to me to be absolutely essential to link all these patches into a Zone 1 (ie do not disturb) and to connect all these to the national park to have any real hope of high biodiversity in the study area in say 20 years time.  Having linked these areas, they then need to be surrounded on all sides with buffer zones, and any company seeking to explore in the buffer zones needs to be advised that even if a substantial mineral deposit is located, mining will not be authorised unless it is underground with access from outside the buffer zones.
