Seeking a balance —~ Conservation and Resource use in the Northern Flinders Ranges
| refer to the above paper issued by PIRSA in October 2009 and wish to make a submission.

South Australia has benefitted from significant mineral exploration activities in recent years. It is submitted
that a considerable component of this success arises from the innovative PACE scheme, and PIRSA’s own
website supports this view. The South Australian Government should be commended for what it has
achieved through the PACE scheme.

However, it is a perverse outcome that now the State of South Australia seeks to make arbitrary restrictions
upon access to certain areas of the Northern Flinders Ranges. There is little substantive detail to support
the basis of the various access zones and in the case of zone 1 it should be better described a “no access

zone”.

The paper acknowledges the area is “one of the most important uranium provinces in the world” and yet
seeks to impose a no access zone on the 5" largest undeveloped uranium resource in Australia.

The lack of substantive bhasis for the determination of the various access zones is clearly a poor policy
decision.

It should not be lightly dismissed that such decisions may well lead to a reduction in confidence of the
mining industry in South Australia — to the detriment of this State. The zones are a retrospective restriction
upon mining activities that cannot be for the benefit of this State.

I would therefore encourage a reconsideration of the zones — including the deletion of access zone 1 and a
more substantive assessment of how those zones be determined.
