| am writing in regards to the ‘Seeking A Balance’ document which discusses the zoning proposal to
include Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary as an accessible area for mining exploration and/or
activities. | am completely opposed to this proposal, Arkaroola should not be mined and it should be
retained as a protected area.

The ecological and geological environmental values far outweigh the prospects of uranium or other
minerals being mined in the area. Even if certain areas of monumental environmental importance
are protected, mining the surrounding areas will have a devastating negative impact on the fragile
landscape and all that naturally dwell there.

Arkaroola is an award winning tourist attraction, which has helped lure international visitors to
South Australia over four decades. Can we afford to replace tourist dollars with ambiguous royalties
from a mining venture that the state would supposedly benefit from? | do not believe that the
significance of the mineral deposits or subsequent mining activities at Arkaroola outweigh the
importance of protecting a fragile piece of the Northern Flinders Ranges that holds such valuable
ecological, geological, heritage, and tourism elements.

In current government policies, the decision to refrain from mining areas with significant
environmental value - especially if there are deposits worth mining in nearby areas - exists to protect
places like Arkaroola. The Beverly Uranium mine should count as nearby in this instance, especially
as it is one of the world’s largest mining operations. There should be plenty of mining areas available
to allow Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary to exist within the states protection, safe from pillaging by
the mining industry.

I will be extremely disappointed in the government and others involved if the re-zoning of Arkaroola
allows mining exploration and/or activities to take place in the sanctuary. Please reconsider your
proposal of allowing mining zones on Arkaroola. It is in the interest of all Australians including future
generations to further protect the wilderness sanctuary by preventing any mining or related
activities from occurring within the Arkaroola property.
