I am concerned that the areas zoned 2a and 2b are surrounded by a lot of land marked yellow for unrestricted access. It would appear there is a lot more land marked as unprotected than there is marked as fully or partly protected or minimal disturbance allowed. It is great that zone 2b has only temporary access roads allowed but when these areas are surrounded by large scale tracts of land that are open for all kinds of vehicle access on a permament basis then the more protected areas will be compromised by the swathes of unprotected areas.
I would like to see evidence of planning for wildlife corridors and strict independent environmental management of the yellow zones in order to also protect the fauna and flora of these zones and allow for migratory or other passage by wildlife.
