We have only recently become aware of the submission process and would like to add our comments. 

We have visited the Northern Flinders Ranges over many decades, both for its rugged beauty and its unique geology. We are not geologists by training but are learning and what better place in the world to learn about geology than in the Northern Flinders. It is not uncommon to meet other walkers there from Europe, North American and elsewhere. They are there because the area has a scientific reputation far beyond Australia. 

A number of important sites have been identified but what scientific data lies waiting to be discovered in years to come. Once mined, the geological record is destroyed forever, the biology is severely disrupted for a long time, perhaps forever. 

There is already Olympic Dam, one of the largest Uranium mines in the world just a few hundred kilometres away. Beverley is even closer. Surely there is already enough mining close to the Northern Flinders Ranges. 

We would say “Access Zone 1 - No access accepted” across the whole area is “Balanced”.
