In response to -: Seeking A Balance
 

We own the Pinda Springs pastoral lease, and have over the past 10 years, destocked and controlled the feral animal population to help the regeneration of the Native Flora and Fuana, to set up Pinda Springs Reserve.
Pinda Springs is surrounded by rugged mountain ranges, made up of unusual rock formations due to the Pinda Diapier.  This area is regarded by Bounce Back  as a major cross road for the migration of the  Yellow Footed Rock Wallaby, between colonies.
Regarding the Seeking A Balance document, Im very disappointed that the policy is extremely bias to the Arkaroola area, and that not enough research has been done on the other significant areas.  This could be a very positive policy, but needs to be done accurately and not rushed.  Each area needs the opportunity to put forward reports on significant flora and flauna, and geological formations, as well as all community groups and land owners should be involved, and given more time to put forward their views.
As a local landholder, I insist that you keep us informed, and updated on all progress regarding the policy.
