Subject: Arkaroola future
Mr Irving,

I have just read the recent document relating to possible future developments at Arkaroola Wilderness reserve.   I have also visited Arkaroola, staying at the accommodation available there for 4 days.

In my opinion, NO EXPLORATION WHATSOEVER SHOULD BE ALLOWED TO OCCUR AT THIS LOCATION, no matter what the supposed economic benefits may be.  Neither should any part of the area be used for dumping of toxic waste.   This is one of the very few totally natural wilderness areas left in this country and it must be kept for following generations.

I am not a ‘green’ nor a passionate devotee of ‘no development’.  In fact I have recently retired after working for an oil company for 20 years.  I believe in economic development using natural resources, but after spending a wonderful 4 days exploring as much as possible of the Arkaroola area, I am convinced that this wilderness area must be left alone for ever.  I cannot see that the value of minerals etc, which MAY be recovered would compensate for the damage (even temporary) which would be caused to the area by any development whatsoever.  

Surely the benefits from ‘eco-tourism’ which can be generated non-stop for many years outweigh the gains from short-term destructive exploration and recovery.
