We strongly object to the proposed uranium mining by Marathon Resources Ltd in the SA’s Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary on the grounds that :-
 
         the proposed mine, if allowed to go ahead, will adversely affect  Australia’s biodiversity by reducing both the extent of high quality remnant native vegetation and the genetic diversity within the flora species indigenous to the region and thereby of fauna species dependent on it (see Prof. Harry E. Recher, “the state of Australia’s avifauna: a personal opinion and prediction for the new millennium”; Australian 
Zoologist, 21(1), June 1999).
 
This effect will have serious consequences, especially, as according to the “Australian Terrestrial Biodiversity Assessment, 2002” audit and the State of the Environment Reports, Australia is now within an unprecedented biodiversity crisis;
 
         because loss of biodiversity exacerbates global warming and vice-versa, the adverse effect of the mine on biodiversity will also have an adverse effect on global warming;
 
         the uranium deposits in the Sanctuary are not of paramount significance to justify their mining as other uranium mining is already taking place elsewhere;
 
         granting of the permit will be in breach of the National Parks and Wildlife Act as the Sanctuary is listed under this Act;
 
          granting of the permit will be in breach of Objective 1.5 of the National Strategy for the Conservation of Australia’s Biological Diversity, as it will provide a negative incentive and therefore discourage attempts to strengthen off-reserve conservation of biological diversity by private owners.
 
Conclusion:
 
Because of the serious adverse effect of the proposed mine on the conservation of Australia’s biodiversity and thereby on both global warming and the prospect of achieving ecological sustainability, without which no other form of sustainability is achievable, we urge you to disallow the proposed uranium mining or for the same reason any other mining within the Arkaroola Wilderness Sanctuary.
