Last year the Premier kicked the company out of the Sanctuary when it was discovered that they had illegally dumped a large volume of radio-active waste in a variety of locations.

It is an Environmental Class A Zone under the South Australian Development Act 1993, which means that the area has outstanding scenic and environmental values. Activities such as mining must be of paramount significance and in the national interest to proceed.  

Mt Gee, in the heart of the Sanctuary, is also a Geological Monument, listed on the Register for the National Estate.

The Class A Zoning needs to be recognised and the whole of the Arkaroola area (not just the Mawson Plateau as the document currently proposes) protected!
