Second reading

The Hon. C. S. HINCKS (Minister of Lands)—I move:—
That this Bill be now read a second time.

Its object is to extend the operation of the Land Settlement Act for two years. Members will recall that a similar Bill was passed last year extending the operation of the Act to December, 1959. It is the view of the Government that the time has not yet nearly come to allow the provisions of the principal Act to lapse and the effect of the Bill is to extend the term of office of members of the committee and the power to acquire certain land in the South-East for a further two years. Clause 3 will extend the term of office of committee members until December 31, 1961, and clause 4 amends section 27a of the principal Act enabling the Governor, on the recommendation of the committee, to acquire lands in that portion of the western division of the South-East which is south of Drains K and L up to December 22, 1961.

Mr. HUTCHENS (Hindmarsh)—There is no opposition to this Bill. We on this side support it, particularly the alteration to section 27a, which we think is desirable so that land settlement work may be carried out to meet the desires of the Government, the Minister and the committee.

Mr. QUIRKE (Burra)—I support the Bill.

Bill read a second time and taken through Committee without amendment. Committee’s report adopted.
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
